How to answer objections & questions:

Listen to Understand

Friendliness

Comments are about what the text says and
how it applies to a current context. Listen and
affirm.

Questions and comments have a curiosity to
them. You sense that the person wants to
understand. Safe to cross into a tangent
discussion. Reciprocate curiosity.

There's hesitation in asking or there's a
carefulness to how the question is asked.
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CUI'lOSltY Encourage more from the question, but don't
answer yet. Usually another question is hiding.
Often that question is actually a concern.

Conce rn Focus on listening.

e These questions will challenge what you've
. . read or said, often presenting a competing
ObjeCtlon solution or explanation. You may have to
redirect this question to a study for later.
Emphasize the “Yes.”

* You sense antagonism. Stop. Acknowledge that
feeling and ask the person where they are
coming from. Exercise tact and patience. Ask if
they want to continue studying. Focus on
seeing the person behind the question.

e Revelation 22:12  There will be no ‘second chance’ at His return

Sacrifice Was‘Done at the Cross

Genesis 3:21  Sacrifice was made from the very start for sin

Heb 10:10 Jesus made a perfect sacrifice at the cross
Lev 16:14-19  Sprinkling blood had sin cleaning power
Heb 10:21-22  Jesus’ blood is sprinkled on us to make us clean
